B. APPROVING AGENCY: Not applicable.

D. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE TECHNICAL, SOCIO-ECONOMIC AND
ENVIRONMENTAL CHARACTERISTICS:

1. Technical: This is to construct a one-story,
two-classroom reinforced concrete/masonry addition
(comprising approximately 3,565 net square feet) to
the existing Building D and to renovate vacant space
{approximately 3,720 net square feet) in the existing
Building D into three classrooms.

This project also includes the construction of
10 additional parking stalls and improvements to the
sewage system.

2. Socio-Economic:

a.

The proposed project will not create sufficient
work to substantially impact the economy and
welfare of the community and State.

The estimated cost of the project is $2,181,000.

Since the project will be constructed within the
existing school campus, no land will be removed
from the tax base.

The project will provide the school with a much-
needed facility to implement its program in
accordance with the Educational Specifications.

3. Environmental:

a.

The project will not create any major long-term
environmental impacts.

However, during construction, the air gquality may
be affected by dust and exhaust emissions and it
is anticipated there will be a temporary increase
in noise levels.
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c. These impacts are expected to be minimal since
State and Federal regulations need to be metb.

E. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE AFFECTED ENVIRONMENT, INCLUDING

SITE MAPS:
1. The site of the proposed project is located on the
school campus (TMK 7-4-19:44).
2. No habitats of endangered species, flora or fauna are
known to exist at the site.
3. No historical, archaeoclogical or cultural sites are
known to exist at the site.
4. The site is not in a Special Management Area.
5. The proposed addition will be in an area previously
graded during the construction of nearby structures.
6. The school, the five-classroom building addition and

the additional parking are located as shown in
Figures 1 and 2.

Maijor Impacts: The proposed project will not:
