GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPOSED ACTION 1

Pursuant to applicable statutes, the applicant has submitted a request for issuance of a ;
revocable permit for pasture purposes on two (2) parcels of government lands sitvate at ;
Manowaialee and Nuipea, Hamakua, Hawai’i, further described as Tax Map Key:
3rd/4-1-06:02 and 04.

The parcels were previously used for pasture purposes under Revocable Permit Nos.
$-490S and S-5404 to Kukaiau Ranch Company, Ltd. Further, the Board of Land and

Natural Resources, at its meeting of November 18, 1983, under Agenda Item F-1-g,
authorized the issuance of Revocable Permit No. S-6084 to Wilbur J. and Ira M.

Hensler. This permit was never signed.

DESCRIPTION OF THE AFFECTED ENVIRONMENT SITE

Tax Map Key:3rd/4-1-06:02 is a 162-acre parcel with approximately 70 acres of usable
pasture, about 34 acres of eucalyptus forest and the balance being a gully, rocky terrain,
some ’ohia trees and tree ferns, together with other exotic weed species.

Tax Map Key:3rd/4-1-06:04 is a 66-acre parcel with approximately 33 acres of usable
pasture and the balance being broom sage grass and eucalyptus forest.

The two parcels have been previously used for pasture purposes and does not appear to
have any sensitive habitats and/or natural resources.

Elevation: The parcels are located between the 4160-foot elevation and the 5200-foot
elevation.

Median Rainfall: 79 inches

Historic and Archaeological Information: The State Historic Preservation Division has
reviewed the application and states that the "1982 aerial photographs in our records
shows the properties to be cleared of native forest. Hence, the State Historic
Preservation Division believes that it is unlikely that significant historic sites will still be
present in the area. Thus, the subject action will have 'no effect’ on historic sites.”

Surrounding Land Uses: The surrounding land uses are pasture and forest.

The proposed permit will not significantly alter the environment and impacts will be
minimal.

No endangered species of flora
or fauna are known to exist on the permit area.
