GENERAL DESCRIPTION TECHNICAL, ECONOMIC, SOCTAL AND
ENVIRONMENTAL CHARACTERISTICS:

1. Technical: The State will acquire a property abutting
Kalama Intermediate School and fronting Hale Kipa and
Makani Roads. The property, owned by Sports Shinko
(Pukalani) Company, is identified by TMK 2-4-32:110
and contains an area of 2.339 acres.

2. Economic: The estimated cost of the project is
$300,000. This action will remove 2.339 acres of
land from the tax base.

3. Social: The property is needed to accommodate an
anticipated enrcllment growth at Kalama Intermediate
School from the present 1,015 to 1,347 students in
1995. The property addition will allow space to
provide an adequate number of classrooms and a sewer
treatment plant for the projected enrollment and
enable the school to meet its educational needs in
accordance with its master plan and the Department of
Education's Educational Speclflcatlons and Standards
for Facilities.

4. Environmental: The project will not create any major
environmental impact.

SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE AFFECTED ENVIRONMENT, INCLUDING
SITE MAPS: The property location is shown in Figures 1

and 2.

DISCUSSION OF THE ASSESSMENT PROCESS: The following
assessments are made to determine whether or not the
anticipated effects constitute a "significant effect":

1. The proposed actiocn will not involve an irrevocable
commitment to loss or destruction of any natural or

cultural resources.
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2. The proposed action will not curtail the range of
beneficial uses of the environment.

3. The proposed action will not conflict with the State's
long-term environmental policies.

4. The proposed action will not substantially affect the
economic or social welfare of the community or State.

5. The proposed action will not involve substantial
secondary impacts, such as population changes or
effects on public facilities.

6. The proposed action will not involve a substantial
degradation of environmental quality.

7. The proposed action will not substantially affect any
rare, threatened or endangered species of flora or
fauna or habitat. No endangered species of flora or
fauna are known to exist in the project site.

8. The proposed action will not detrimentally affect air
or water quality or ambient noise levels.

9. The proposed action will not be located in any
environmentally sensitive area, such as flood plain,
tsunami zone, erosion-prone area, geologically
hazardous land, estuary, fresh water, or coastal
waters.
