D. GENERAL DESCRIPTION TECHNICAL, ECONOMIC, SOCIAT, AND

1. Technical: The State will acquire four properties
abutting Iaoc Intermediate School and fronting Kaua
Street. The parcels, owned by various owners, are
identified by TMK 3-4-09:05, 06, 07 and 3-4-11:03 and
contains an area of 29,646 square feet.

2. Economic: The estimated cost of the project is
$800,000. This action will remove 0.681 acres from
the tax base.

3. Social: The parcels are needesd to accommodate an
anticipated enrollment growth at Iao Intermediate
School from the present 675 to 926 students in 1995.
The land addition will allow space to provide an
adequate number of classrooms for the projected
enrollment and enable the school to meet its
educational needs in accordance with the Department
of Education's Educatiocnal Specifications and
Standards for Facilities.
