Project Characteristics

General: The County of Maui, Department of Public Works
is proposing to install two above~ground fuel tanks at the new
Lahaina Public Works Baseyard near Honokowai, Maui. The site
is part of the land used for the Lahaina Wastewater Reclamation
Facility. The Public Works Highways Division is using a vacant
one-acre parcel at the north end of the treatment facility. The
attached tax map shows the approximate location. '

Technical: The proposed project will consist of the
installation of two new above-ground, double-walled, 1000~gallon
fuel tanks, one for diesel and one for gasoline.

Economic: Installing the fuel tanks will cost the County
approximately $50,000. The County pays approximately $.74 per
gallon for gasoline and $.90 for diesel, with its own fuel tanks.
Presently, the Lahaina vehicles are being fueled at a nearby service
station with gasoline prices at around $1.60 per gallon. Diesel
fuel is being supplied by a small (300-gallon) portable tanker
at the County price. Based on 1,000 gallons per month, the
savings in retail fuel costs will pay for the new tanks in less
than five years. 1In the long term, the savings to the County
will be significant.

Social: The fuel tanks will be located on government controlled
property and will be used for government vehicles. The operation
will have no impact on the Lahaina community.




Environmental: The fuel tanks will be of the latest design,
double~walled with fuel over-spill and containment provisions.
The tanks will be approved by the County Fire Department. The
facility is planned to be pollution free, except for the gas and
diesel vapors during refueling, or small drips as fuel hoses are
removed from vehicle fueling ports. The tanks are low in profile,
painted green, and resemble large molded rectangular blocks
(7 feet wide by 12 feet long by 5 feet high).

Summary of the Affected Environment

The proposed tanks will replace old fueling arrangements
at the vacated Lahaina town baseyard. The new tanks are modern
in design, safe and pollution free to operate. The site is on
the newly created Lahaina baseyard. There are no endangered
fauna, critical habitats, historical/archeoclogical or cultural
sites within the fenced compound. The ground is bare, well drained,
and away from any water sources.

Summary of Major Impacts

Short Term

1. Depletion of labor and material resources during

construction.
2. Some dust and noise during construction. Water for dust

control is available within 100 feet.

Long Term

Air Quality: Emissions are expected from motor .vehicles
entering and exiting the baseyard. The pollution from motor
vehicles is expected to be very minimal. No significant impact

to the air quality is expected.

Water Quality: No significant impact to the water quality
is expected.

.

Noise: Vehicles entering and exiting the baseyard will
generate noise. The noise from traffic would be very minimal.

No significant noise impact is expected.

Archaeological: No significant archaeological impact is
expected.

Flora: No significant impact on the flora is expected.

Fauna: No significant impact on the fauna is expected.




Visual: The new fuel tanks are small compared to the building
Structures and heavy equipment positioned in the Public Works
baseyard. visual impact will be minimal.

Alternatives considered

The "no-action" alternative was considered but deemed to

be unacceptable because the benefits of refueling from county
owned and operated fuel tanks.

. Proposed Mitigation Measures

l. The temporary dust and noise which would occur during
construction will be controlled by application of appropriate
pollution control measures.

2. Trees will be planted around the perimeter of the new

baseyard in order to reduce visual impact of the semi~industrial
appearance. i

Determination

The new fuel tanks are not expected to cause significant
impacts to the environment. Therefore, it has been determined
that a negative declaration will be filleqd.

Findings and Reasons Supporting Determination

1. The proposed project will not involve an irrevocable
commitment to loss or destruction to any natural or cultural
resources.

2. The proposed project will not curtail the range of
beneficial uses of the environment.

3. The proposed project will not conflict with the State's
long-term environmental policies.

4. The proposed project will not substantially affect the
economic or social welfare of the community or State.

5. The proposed project will not involve substantial

secondary impacts, such as population changes or effects on public
facilities.

6. The proposed project will not involve a substantial
degradation of environmental quality.

7. The proposed project will not substantially affect any
rare, threatened or endangered species of flora or fauna or habitat.

No endangered species of flora or fauna are known to exist in
the project site.




8. The proposed project will not detrimentally affect air
or water gquality or ambient noise levels.

9. The proposed project will not be located in any environ-
mentally sensitive area, such as flood plain, tsunami zone,
erosion-prone area, geologically hazardous land, estuary, fresh
water, or coastal waters.

For the reasons above, the proposed project will not have
any significant effect in the context of chapter 343, Hawaii
Revised Statutes and section 11-200-12 of the State Administrative
Rules.

condition No. 18 That the color scheme of any new buildings
shall be of a medium earth tone intensity.

in the permit.
