Brief Description of the Proposed Action:

Mr. Robert E, Williams has applied for the direct sale
of an easement over State-owned lands in order to
acquire a legal access to his fee property. The
subject parcel is encumbered under a revocable permit,
R. P. No. $-6709, to Kenneth Redstone for agricultural
purposes. A twelve (12)}-foot-wide path will be
cleared for either a dirt or gravel access road. No
trees will be bulldozed, only grass and shrubs
cleared. A fence and a gate will be constructed. The
fence will run the full length of the easement. No
historic sites were observed on a walk through, visual
inspection.

My reason for the raquest is that. currently I have a month to
month agresmant with E.M.XI.. E.M.I. granted me an easement with
the condition that I pursua a pstmanent easumsnt from the state,

Sinca Hawaii gtate law reaads that no parcael may be landlocked
I must have an old esassment agrsamant on file someawhare. Howavar
I have retainad an attorney to examine the racorxds at tha Bureau
of Conveyances on Oahu. He has raportad back to ma that all the
records prior to the tax sale whan Edmund Ling bought the
proparty ara aissing or not to bhe found whare they sbkould bde.
Edmund Ling sold the proparty to @28 without an eassaent. To look
into the record booke further would cost guite a bit of monay.

Looking at the maps howsver thare ia only two logicsl ways to
entar the property and one way that would only cross land owned
by just one party that being the state. Any prior sasassnts must
have traversad very closa to the axact place whara I am currently
interasted in gaining access.

T would like to say that I have bsen in communication with tha
managamant at E.M,I. who have inspacted tha proposad new sassdent
and havae inforsed me that ths actual rvoadway would ha quite sasy
to comstruct. If tha actual survAay which will ba taken "msasuras
up® as we have calculated most of the existing roadway currently
in use will still ba utilized.

Haze I would like to define my request for 3 roadway sasemant
by anclosing two TMK maps both of the saka proparty but with two
differant drawings sketched in. The map marked axzhibit "A" is tha
ones I received from EMI with my sasaxent papers. This map has
markad the roadway sasetent on the left sida of the EMI property.
According to EMI monagement it appsars that thara is anough room
batwean thair properties for a roadway to ay property crossing
only stata land. Map marked Exhibit "B* has murkad with my
propoxad route.

Alg0 tha land agent hera on Maui has mentioned that the state
may be interasted in acquiring an easamsnt onto their psrcel #40
which is currently landlocked, I will ba interasted in sharing
the costs of the joint aasement. I would lika the state to have
done ths suxvey and appraisal.
