PROPOSING AGENCY: University of Hawaii Community
Colleges.

APPROVING AGENCY: Not applicable.
AGENCY CONSULTED: Maui Community College.

ENVIRONMENTAL CHARACTERISTICS:
1. Technical:
a. This is to construct a new_portable bookstore

which will be an approximately 3,200 square feet,
one-story wood framed building. Plywood siding
will be used on the exterior walls and prefinished
metal for the roof.

2. Economic:

a. The estimated cost of the project is $160,000.
Since the project will be constructed within the
existing school campus, no land will be removed
from the tax base’

3. Social:’ The project will provide the school with a
much-needed facility to implement its program in
accordance with the Educational Specifications.

4. Environmental: The project will not create any
major environmental impact.

as shown on the Maui Community College building location
map attached. The proposed building will be located in
an area that is relatively flat. The change in grade is
approximately 2 feet.
