D. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE TECHNICAL, SOCIO-ECONOMIC AND
ENVIRONMENTATL CHARACTERISTICS:

1. Technical: This project is to construct a new cafe-
torium of approximately 8,900 square feet and to
renovate temporary dining rcom into two general
classrooms. The new structure will be constructed of
reinforced concrete/masonry. Also included in this.
project are any site improvements and utility ease-
ments that may result from this work.

2. Socio-Economic:

a. The proposed project will not create sufficient
work to substantially impact the economy and
welfare of the community and State.

b. The estimated cost of the project is $3,900,000.

c. Since the project will be constructed within the
existing school campus, no land will be removed
from the tax base.

d. The project will provide the school with a much-

needed facility to implement its program in
accordance with the Educational Specifications.

3. Environmental:

a. The project will not create any major long-term
environmental impacts.

b. However, during construction, the air cquality wmay
be affected by dust and exhaust emissions and it
is anticipated there will be a temporary increase
in noise levels.

State and Federal regulations need to be met.
