The State Civil Defense Agency (SCDA) is proposing to install a disaster
warning siren in the Kawainui Community Park which is owned by the City &
County of Honolulu. The purpose of this siren is to alert and inform the
public of any disaster should the need occur. It is understood the siren'’s
location falls within a designated Protective (P) subzone whose objective is
to protect valuable resources in such areas. Other possible sites were
considered in the area, however, the location selected was determined to be
the best for the siren as it is more centrally located than any other possible
site and therefore, will provide the best warning coverage. The exact
location of the siren within the park was determined through a meeting with
the following persons:

Per Mr. Andy English, Wildlife Biologist for the DLNR, the siren will have a
minimal noise impact on the environment due to the short duration which the
siren will be activated for testing purposes each month,

Access for installation and routine maintenance will be through the Kawainui
Community Park and therefore should not affect any plants or wildlife.
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
