D. GENERAL DESCRIPTION TECHNICAL, ECONOMIC, SOCIAL AND
ENVIRONMENTAL CHARACTERISTICS:

| 1. fTechnical: This is to acquire a 6-ft by 145-ft
strip of land to provide access from Kekio Road to

2. Economic: The estimated cost of the project is
$20,000.

3. Social: The project will provide the school with an

The proposed action will not substantially affect
the economic or social welfare of the community or

The proposed action will not involve substantial
secondary impacts, such as population changes or
effects on public facilities.

The proposed action will not involve a substantial

degradation of environmental quality.

The proposed action will not substantially affect
any rare, threatened or endangered species of flora
or fauna or habitat. No endangered species of flora

or fauna are known to axist in the project site.

The proposed action will not detrimentally affect
air or water gquality or ambient noise levels.

The proposed action will not be located in any
environmentally sensitive area, such as an erosion-
prone area, geologically hazardous land, estuary,
frash water, or coastal waters. However, the strip
of land is partially within a f£lood plain and
tsunami zone for the purpose of providing an escape
route to higher ground.

SUMMARY OF MAJOR IMPACTS: From the above assessment, no

major adverse environmental impact is anticipated. The
project will result in the following minor adverse
impacts:

ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED:

Depletion of labor and material resources for
construction.

Loss of approximately 900 square feet from an
adjacent landowner. However, the landowner has
indicated a willingness to sell his land to the
State for the public good of providing an escape
route for the school.

FINDINGS AND REASONS SUPPORTING DETERMINATION: The

project site is generally free of erosion and landslide
hazards. No rare or endangered species of flora are
known to exist at the site. No rare or endangered
species of fauna are known to inhabit the site. There
are no recorded archaeological or historical sites within .

the existing site.

For the reasons sited above, the proposed action will not
have any significant effect in the context of Chapter
