D. GENERAL DESCRIPTION TECHNICAL, ECONOMIC, SOCTAL AND
ENVIRONMENTAL, CHARACTERISTICS:

1. Technical: This is to construct a two-story, rein-
forced concrete/masonry administration building
comprising approximately 6,000 net square feet. The
existing administration facility will be renovated
into classrooms.

; 2. Economic: The estimated cost of the project is

i $2,469,000. Since the project will be constructed
within the existing school campus, no land will be

removed from the tax base.

3. Social: The project will provide the school with a
much-needed facility to implement its program in
accordance with the Educational Specifications.

4, Environmental: The project will not create any
major environmental impact.

E. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE AFFECTED ENVIRONMENT, INCLUD-
ING SITE MAPS: The school and the administration build-
ings are shown in Figures 1 and 2, respectively. The
proposed administration facility w1ll be located in an
area that had been previously graded during the construc-

tion of nearby structures.

6. The proposed action will not involve a substantial
degradation of environmental quality.

7. The proposed action will not substantially affect
any rare, threatened or endangered species of flora
or fauna or habitat. No endangered species of flora
or fauna are known tc exist in the project site.

8. The proposed action will not detrimentally affect
air or water quality or ambient noise levels.

J. DETERMINATION: It is determined that an Environmental

K. FINDINGS AND REASONS SUPPORTING DETERMINATTION: The
Project site is generally free of flood, tsunami, ero-
sion, and landslide hazards.
