PROPOSING AGENCY: Department of Accounting and General

Services for the Department of Education.

APPROVING AGENCY: Not applicable.

' AGENCY CONSULTED: Department of Education.
' GENFRAL, DESCRIPTION TECHNICAL. ECONOMIC. SOCIAT, AND

ENVIRONMENTAL CHARACTERISTICS:

1. Technical: This is to renovate Building D by i
adding four additional classrooms comprising :
approximately 4,000 net square feet. The
classrooms will be built on an existing concrete
slab located within the vacant first floor of a
two-story reinforced concrete/masonry building.

This project also includes constructing eleven
prarking stalls located between Building G and the
boundary with the adjacent Wheeler Elementary

School.

2. Ecopomic: The estimated cost of the project is
$6800,000. Since the project will be constructed
within the existing school campus, no land will be
‘removed from the tax base.

3. Social: The project will provide the school with a
much-needed facility to implement its program in
accordance with the Educational Specifications.

4. Environmental: The project will not create any
major environmental impact.

: The school and Building D are
shown in Figures 1 and 2, respectively. The proposed
renovation of Building D will be located within the
vacant first floor. The proposed eleven additional
parking stalls will be located in an area previously -
graded during the construction of nearby structures.
