This document is prepared pursuant to Chapter 343, HRS.

PROPOSING AGENCY: DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS
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1. Description of Proposed Action and Statement of Objective
Beach Road provides access to Diamond Head Beach. The proposed project involves
the repair of a section of CRM wall supporting Beach Road. The repair work is
necessary in order to reopen the road for public use.

1I. Description of the Affected Environment
The proposed project is located in Honolulu, Oahu, Hawaii (TMK: 3-1-37), near
Diamond Head Beach. The project is, approximately 6 miles from the State Capitol in
Honolulu.

The average annual rainfall in this area is 23 inches per year. The average temperature
varies from 72 degrees to 81 degrees.

Beach Road is a City owned road. The work will be done within the road right-of-way:.

No rare or endangered species are known to frequent the lands adjacent to the
proposed project.

There are no known archaeological or historical sites in the immediate project area.
A search of the Hawaii Register of Historic Places indicates that the closest historical
site is the U.S. Coast Guard Diamond Head Lighthouse located approximately 800 feet
east of the project site.

General Description of the Project’s Technical, Economic, Social, and
Environmental Characteristics

The construction will entail excavation of the existing roadway and beach and
construction of a new CRM retaining wall to support the roadway. The new section
of wall will be approximately 78 feet in length and vary from 18 to 22 feet in height
(see Appendix C). It will involve approximately 850 cubic yards of excavation. Only
existing beach sand that is to be replaced will be stockpiled on the beach. Some of the
material excavated from the roadway will be stored in the section of Beach Road that
has been closed to public traffic for use as backfill.

Construction of the new segment of the CRM retaining wall will require the use of
equipment such as backhoes and trucks. The Contractor will not be allowed to store
equipment at the site ovemight.

The project has an estimated construction cost of $263,000.00. It is anticipated that
construction wiil begin in December of 1994 and will take approximately 60 calendar
days to complete. Operating funds from the Division of Road Maintenance will be
utilized for the project.

The project will not require the displacement or relocation of any people. However,
during the construction period, a 20-foot wide area fronting the retaining wall will be
sectioned off as a construction area for public safety.

Applications for SMA and Special District Permits have been filed with the Department
of Land Utilization of the City and County of Honolulu. Although the project was
within the Special Management Area, it was determined exempt in accordance with
Section 25-1.3 [2] [B]l, Chapter 25, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu (ROH). The
project is also within the Shoreline Setback, but falls under Section 23-1.6, ROH
relating to the repair of nonconforming structures.

The project site falls within P-1, State Conservation District. A topographic map was
found which shows that the wall, which is being repaired, existed pre-1945. Because
the wall was constructed prior to 1964, the wall could be considered a non-conforming
land use and this project, which is considered a repair/maintenance activity, will not
require a Conservation District Use Application (CDUA).




Identification and Sununary of Major Impacts and Proposed Mitigation
Measures

The environmental impact of the proposed project will be limited to the construction
phase and may include the following temporary, unavoidable, adverse environmental
effects:

Dust and Noise Emission: The discharge of dust into the atmosphere may occur
during the construction period. This is, however, only a short-term effect on
the environment. Dust will be reduced and controlled through the application
of water and/or other appropriate methods. The specifications will contain
provisions that will require the Contractor to prevent dust nuisance at all times
and have sufficient equipment and manpower at the job site to accomplish this.

Noise will be generated by construction equipment such as backhoes and trucks.
The increase in noise level by construction equipment cannot be avoided, but
will be controlled and limited to normal daylight working hours. The
Contractor will be required to obtain a Community Noise Permit pursuant to
Chapter 43 of the State Public Health Regulations and shall comply with the
provisions of Chapter 42, Vehicular Noise Control for Oahu. Individuals that
may be adversely affected by the construction noises will be residents of the
surrounding community. The sound level from equipment noise has been
estimated for locations at various distances from the work area. The results
may be summarized as follows:

Archaeological Deposits: The specifications will require the Contractor to stop
work and contact the Historic Preservation Officer of the State Department of
Land and Natural Resources in the event that archaeological deposits, including
human burials, are encountered during construction.




C. Water Pollution: The specifications shall require the Contractor to take
appropriate measures during construction to prevent fuel, oil and cement
products from falling or leaching into the ocean.

The following courses of action were considered: (1) no action and (2) the proposed
project.

Alternative 1: If no action is taken, Beach Road will remain closed to traffic.
Comments from the Department of Land and Natural Resources of the State of Hawaii
indicate that this is an unacceptable alternative because it would inconvenience the
general public. Mr. Geoffrey Beene, whose property is along Beach Road, has also
indicated that this alternative would be unacceptable.

Alternative 2: The proposed project will restore the CRM retaining wall which supports
Beach Road and enable the road to be re-opened for public use.

Determination

After preparing an environmental assessment, we have determined that the proposed
project will not have a significant impact on the environment, and an environmental
impact statement will not be prepared.

Hiptorde Preservation Division

The Histaric Preservatica Divieion (HPD) comments that a review of their
recomds shows that there nre no known historic sites at this parcel.

T have been asked by Mr. Geoffrey Beene, the owner of
property located at 3311 Diamond Head Beach Road, to respond on
his behalf to your letter of May 20, 1994 and the Environmental
Assessment of the planned repairs to piamond Head Beach Road,
which requests Mr. Beene's comments to the Environmental
Assessment and proposed repair work described therein. As the
only property owner (and tax payer) affected by the damaged road

and temporary road closure, Mr. Beene has a special interest

in

the affect of the temporary road closure and proposed repairs.

As set forth in two (2) prior letters, dated December
16, 1993 and February 24, 1994, sent to the Division of Land
Survey and Acguisition on his behalf, Mr. Beene insists that the

emergency road repair work be performed. The repairs are

absolutely essential as a matter of public safety and to preserve
_the structural integrity of Mr. Beene's home on the road. The
damaged section of the road is approximately 100 feet from the
house. I have enclosed two (2) recent photographs, which show

the proximity of the damaged section of the road to the hous

the severity of the damage. As is evident from these pictures,
the rapid erosion resulting from a failure to repair and
reinforce the road would eventually cause serious damage to the

foundation of the house.

Reference is made to Section V of the Environmental
Assessment, which states that the only alternative to the
proposed construction work considered by the DPW was to take no
action, thereby making the road closure permanent. This course
of inaction is unacceptable to Mr. Beene. As previously
described in our letter of December 16, 1994, the existing
temporary road closure has had a significant negative social and
environmental impact on Mr. Beene's property and the surrounding
area. The blockaded beach road, which directly fronts Mr.
Beene!s house, has become a gathering spot for people and their
vehicles, since it is now the farthest point on the road to drive
before one can continue by foot into the Diamond Head state park
area. The result'of the road closure consists of late night
loiteririg, noise, graffiti (on the house itself and the blockade,
see enclosed photographs) and pollution (i.e., trash left behind
in front of the house and the blockade). Local police are called
on a regular basis to patrol the area and disperse loiterers.

We have demonstrated herein and in our prior letters
and calls to DPW that Mr. Beene has a significant and special
interest in the proposed rocad repairs and reopening of the road.
We urge the City of Honolulu and the DPW to perform the emergency
repair of the road in order to prevent inevitable and actionable
damage to Mr. Beene's home, and to comply with the State's
established policy to preserve and maintain public parks and
recreational areas, which clearly would benefit the entire area.
