The subject project is located in the Pass Zone, below the Underground
Injection Contro! (UIC) Line and in the critical wastewater disposal area as
determined by the Oahu Wastewater Advisory Committee. No new cesspools
will be allowed in the subject area,

Wastewater treatment and disposal have not been adequately addressed in the
subject document. Therefore, as infrastructure improvements will not be
constructed in the near future and there is no existing sewer service system in
the area, the Department of Health (DOH) recommends at the minimum the use
of a treatment individual wastewater system to be constructed on-site in place
of any existing cesspool,

As noted on the environmental assessment, under General Information, the lot
area is 7491 square feet. Under the provisions of our Administrative Rule,
Chapter 11-62, entitled "Wastewater Systems", only a single individual
wastewater system can be utilized on this lot and no more than 5 bedrooms
will be allowed between the primary and ohana dwellings.
