These guidslines are intendad to provide help to the agencies and
the public regarding the environmentat review process; specifically
for the preparation of snvironmental assessments. The reader is
reforred to Chapter 343 of the Hawaii Revised Statutes,
Chapter 200 of Title 11, Department of Health Administrative
Rules, and to Act 241, Session Laws of Hawali 1992, prior to any
“document préparation.  (References in brackets refer to either
whapter 343, Hawsii Revised Statutes, Act 241, SLH 1992, or
Title 11, Chapter 200, Departmaent of Health Administrative Ruies.}

For an overview of the EA/EIS Process, sae the process flowcharts,
included as Figures 1 and 2 in the new Guidebook.

WHAT i§ THE PURPGSE OF PREPARING AN ENVIRGNMENTAL
ASSESSMENT? The purpose of preparing an environmental
assessment is to determine if the impacts of & proposed action are
significant enough to warrant the preparation of an Environmental
lmpact Statement [§11-200-2].

WHAT IS AN ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT? An envirgnmental
assessment is a docuiment which is prepared for a propased action
which triggers the Environmental Impsct Statemsnt Process.
Briefly summarized, the eight triggers that require the preparation
of an environmental asséssment [$343-5] are:

{1} Use of State or County lands or funds

(2} Use within Conservation District Lands

(3} Use within the Shorsline Setback Area
