First, we moved the glossary of terms to the front of TEN to promote a 
better understanding of how the environmental review process works (like we used to do).  Second, we added an 
Announcements page at the end of TEN, so we can better share information about things that are happening, 
including Environmental Council meetings, for example. 

Also on this Friday, June 26, 2015, 9 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. and again at 1 p.m. to 5:30 p.m., the Hawaiʻi 
Environmental Court Symposium will be held at William S. Richardson School of Law.  The court was created by Act

The Exemption Committee 
will also meet in the 1st Floor Boardroom, from 11:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m.  The Information and Outreach Committee 
will meet in the 2nd Floor Conference Room from 12:00 p.m. – 1:00 p.m.  We are excited to announce that locations 
for neighbor islands to participate via video conference has been arranged for all 3 meetings (mahalo Linda!).  The 
three agendas will be published by Wednesday.

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Agency Actions 
Any department, office, board, or commission of the state or 
county government which is part of the executive branch of 
that government per HRS 343-2. 
 

Applicant Actions 
Any person who, pursuant to statute, ordinance, or rule, 
requests approval for a proposed action per HRS 343-2. 
 

Draft Environmental Assessment 
When an Agency or Applicant proposes an action that trig-
gers HRS 343, an Environmental Assessment shall be 
prepared at the earliest practicable time to determine wheth-
er an environmental impact statement shall be required per 
HRS 343-5(b), for Agency actions and HRS 343-5(e), for 
Applicant actions.  For actions for which the agency antici-
pates a Finding of No Significant Impact (AFNSI), a Draft EA 
(DEA) shall be made available for public review and com-
ment for 30 days and public notice is published in this peri-
odic bulletin. 
 

Final Environmental Assessment and  
Finding of No Significant Impact 
The Agency shall respond in writing to comments on a DEA 
received during the review and prepare a Final EA (FEA) to 
determine whether an environmental impact statement shall 
be required. The FEA must respond to all public comments.  
If there are no significant impacts, then the Agency will issue 
a Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI). An Environmen-
tal Impact Statement will not be required and the project may 
then be implemented.  The public has 30 days from the 
notice of a FONSI in this bulletin to ask a court to require the 
preparation of an EIS. 
 

Final Environmental Assessment and  
Environmental Impact Statement  
Preparation Notice 
An EIS shall be required if the Agency finds that the pro-
posed action may have a significant effect on the environ-
ment.  The Agency shall file notice of such determination 
with OEQC, called an EIS Preparation Notice (EISPN) along 
with the supporting Final EA.  After the notice of the FEA-
EISPN is published in this bulletin, the public has 30 days to 
request to become a consulted party and make written 
comments. The public (including the Applicant) has 60 days 
from the notice of the EISPN in this bulletin to ask a court to 
not require the preparation of an EIS. 
 

Act 172-2012, Direct-to-EIS, Environmental 
Impact Statement Preparation Notice (with 
no EA) 
Act 172-2012, amended HRS 343, by providing for an 
agency to bypass the preparation of an environmental as-
sessment for various actions that in the experience of the 
agency would clearly require the preparation of an EIS.  Until 
administrative rules have been drafted, the agency must 
submit its determination that an EIS is required for an action 
(Act 172-2012, EISPN) with a completed OEQC publication 
form detailing the specifics of the action to enable the public 
to request for a period of thirty-days, to be consulted parties 
in the preparation of the Draft EIS.  Comments and respons-
es must be incorporated into the subsequent Draft EIS. 
 

Act 312-2012, Secondary Actions in 
the Highway or Public Right Of Way 
Act 312-2012, amended HRS 343, by adding a new 
section (HRS 343-5.5., entitled “Exception to applica-
bility of chapter.”)  HEPA now allows for a statutory 
exception for “secondary actions” (those that involve 
infrastructure in the highway or public right-of-way) 
provided that the permit or approval of the related 
“primary action” (those outside of the highway or 
public-right-of-way and on private property) is not 
subject to discretionary consent and further provided 
that the applicant for the primary action submits docu-
mentation from the appropriate agency confirming 
that no further discretional approvals are required.  An 
aid to understanding this is to visualize residential 
driveway improvements in the public right-of-way, 
versus, retail outlet driveway improvements in the 
public right-of-way.   
 

Draft Environmental Impact Statement 
After receiving the comments on the EISPN, the 
Agency or Applicant must prepare a Draft Environ-
mental Impact Statement (DEIS).  The content re-
quirements of the DEIS shall contain an explanation 
of the environmental consequences of the proposed 
action including the direct, indirect and cumulative 
impacts and their mitigative measures.  The public 
has 45 days from the first publication date in this 
bulletin to comment on a DEIS.  The DEIS must 
respond to comments received during the EISPN 
comment period in a point-by-point manner. 
 

Final Environmental Impact Statement 
After considering all public comments filed during the 
DEIS stage, the Agency or Applicant must prepare a 
Final EIS (FEIS).  The FEIS must respond in a point-
by-point manner to all comments from the draft and 
must be included in the FEIS.  See here for style 
concerns.  For Applicant projects, the Approving 
Agency is authorized to accept the FEIS and must do 
so within 30-days or the FEIS is accepted as a matter 
of law.  For an Agency project, the Governor or the 
Mayor (or their designated representative) is the 
Accepting Authority, and unlike applicant actions, 
there is no time limit on the accepting authority review-
ing the FEIS.  Only after the FEIS is accepted may 
the project be implemented. 
 

Acceptability 
If the FEIS is accepted, notice of this action is pub-
lished in this bulletin.  The public has 60 days from the 
date of notice of acceptance to ask a court to vacate 
the acceptance of a FEIS.  For Applicant actions, non-
acceptance by the Approving Agency is cause for the 
Applicant to administratively appeal to the Environ-
mental Council. For Agency actions, there is no such 
administrative appeal. In both instances, the Applicant 
or the proposing Agency can prepare a revised DEIS 
after a nonacceptance determination. 
 

National Environmental Policy Act 
The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) re-
quires federal projects to prepare an EA or EIS.  In 
many ways it is similar to Hawai̒ i’s law.  Some pro-

jects require both a State and Federal EIS and the 
public comment procedure should be coordinated.  
OEQC publishes NEPA notices in this bulletin to help 
keep the public informed of important federal actions. 
 

Conservation District 
Any use of land in the State Conservation District re-
quires a Conservation District Use Application (CDUA).  
These applications are reviewed and approved by the 
Board of Land and Natural Resources.  Members of the 
public may intervene in the permit process. Notices of 
permit applications are published in this bulletin. 
 

Special Management Area and Shore-
line Setback Area 
The Special Management Area (SMA) is along the 

coastline of all islands and development in this area is 
generally regulated by HRS 205A, and county ordi-
nance.  A special subset of the SMA that is regulated by 
HRS 343, is the Shoreline Setback Area.  Most devel-
opment in this area requires a Special Management 
Permit.  This bulletin posts notice of these SMA applica-
tions to encourage public input. 
 

Shoreline Certifications 
State law requires that Hawai̒ i shorelines be surveyed 
and certified when necessary to clearly establish the 
shoreline setback from the certified shoreline.  The 
public may participate in the process to help assure 
accurate regulatory boundaries.  Private land owners 
often petition to have their shoreline certified by the 
State surveyor prior to construction.  This bulletin pub-
lishes notice from the Department of Land and Natural 
Resources of shoreline certification applicants and final 
certifications or rejections. 
 

Environmental Council 
The Environmental Council is a 15-member citizen 
board appointed by the Governor.  They serve as a 
liaison between the Director of OEQC and the general 
public concerning ecology and environmental quality. 
The Council makes the rules that govern the Environ-
mental Impact Statement process (HRS 343).  Agen-
das of their regular meetings are posted on the Internet 
and the public is invited to attend. 
 

Administrative Exemption Lists 
Government agencies must keep a list describing the 
minor activities they regularly perform that are exempt 
from the environmental review process.  These lists and 
any amendments shall be submitted to the Council for 
review and concurrence (HAR 11-200-8(d)).  This 
bulletin will publish an agency’s draft exemption list for 
public comment prior to Council decision making, as 
well as notice of the Council’s decision on the list. 
 

Endangered Species 
This bulletin is required by HRS 343-3(c), to publish 
notice of public comment periods or public hearings for 
Habitat Conservation Plans (HCP), Safe Harbor Agree-
ments (SHA), or Incidental Take Licenses (ITL) under 
the federal Endangered Species Act, as well as availa-
bility for public inspection of a proposed HCP or SHA, or 
a proposed ITL (as a part of an HCP or SHA).

Kamehameha Schools (KS) is proposing the Kahaluʻu Ma Kai Project to establish an educational complex on its property 
located in the Kahaluʻu Ahupua‘a on the Island of Hawai‘i.  Establishment of this educational complex would require:  1) the 
demolition of the former Keauhou Beach Resort hotel and remnant Kona Lagoon Hotel facilities; 2) construction of several new 
structures on the property; and 3) continued restoration and preservation of historic sites.  The project site consists of 22.73 
acres of a shoreline property located at the southern end of Kahaluʻu Bay. The purpose of this project is to facilitate KS’s mission 
by restoring a historically and culturally significant property, and in the process support ‘āina-based educational and the culture-
based instructional approach in West Hawai‘i.  The cultural education vision for this property is to provide a place for the teaching 
and learning of applied Hawaiian knowledge that supports the development of 21st century skills.  The proposed change in land 
use reflects a much lower intensity of development, and changes activities occurring on the site from being visitor-oriented to 
primarily educational-oriented.

The County of Hawai‘i P&R proposes to convert an open area near the Ho‘olulu Park Complex for use as recreational fields.  
There is a lack of fields for youth, adult and senior sports. The Proposed Action would prepare a safe, flat soil base and turf 
suitable for recreation, and then build a multi-use football/soccer/rugby field capable of hosting youth, adult makule level 
regulation games, with goals and goal posts, as well as bleachers on concrete slab, dugouts, fencing, drinking fountains and 
related amenities. The eastern part would have a field suitable for both youth soccer and baseball games. Driveways from 
Kuawa Street, fencing, parking, landscaping, and accessible routes and walkways would be provided.  Future phases may 
include field lighting, covers for the bleachers, a concessions facility, a comfort station, a storage facility, an onsite network of 
walkways for bi-directional walking/jogging and full perimeter fencing. No impacts to any biological or water resources would 
occur, and traffic impacts were studied and found minor. Historical features spanning several eras will be honored through 
naming, signage, and preservation and reuse. Mitigation includes timing of clearing to avoid impacts to listed vertebrate species 
and best management practices during construction to avoid erosion and sedimentation.  Soil testing found concentrations 
above background levels of arsenic and lead in some parts of the site.  A mitigation plan is being developed in close coordination 
with the DOH to ensure safety during construction and public use.

OEQC often receives calls or email inquiries about the submittal of environmental assessments (EAs) and environmental impact 
statements (EISs).  The submittal process remains the same as discussed in the OEQC Citizen’s Guide and OEQC Guidebook.  
The process below serves as a reminder to agencies, applicants and consultants who plan to submit EAs or EISs for publication. 

1. Approving Agency Submittal Letter with Agency determination and request for publication — Hard Copy 

2. Publication Form (Agency Action or Applicant Action) — Hard Copy 

3. EA, EISPN, or EIS (Draft or Final) — Two Hard Copies 

4. Electronic form of Publication Form in MS Word (On Compact Disc) 

5. Electronic form of EA, EISPN or EIS in Portable Document Format (PDF on a Compact Disc) 

IMPORTANT NOTE:  If the submittal is a Draft EIS or a Final EIS, then a “distribution list” must also be included.  There is no 
requirement for a “distribution list” for Draft or Final EA documents.
